Academics

Our experienced classroom teachers introduce and present standards and curriculum in an assortment of

ways (videos, leveled reading materials, internet websites, classroom visitors, etc) to meet the various
student needs. Students are engaged in learning with various teaching tools, methods, materials, and field
trips.

The purpose of the
ISTEP+ program is to measure student achievement in the subject areas of English/Language Arts,
Mathematics, Science, and Social Studies.
